MINUTES

1.  President’s Report:  George Regan reported that Association membership is up this year over 2002 by approximately 5 percent.  He also reported that the Association Treasurer, Al Maikels, is preparing a financial report.

2. Vice President’s Report:

Strategic Planning Update: Executive Vice-President Joe Cargioli outlined the process for developing a strategic five year plan for the Association., and distributed forms for completing the process.  He explained that each work group would need to develop recommendations for: goals, activities to achieve/attain those goals, and projected costs and revenues for same. While no definite timetable has been set, Joe suggested we complete it as soon as possible.

Meeting with Senator Bruno’s Staff: Joe Cargioli also reported on a meeting with Senator Bruno’s staff, to discuss ways in which the Senator’s office might support the activities of the Association.  It was moved (Joe Cargioli) and seconded (Cherryl Rellinger) that Senator Bruno be designated and honorary member of the Association Board.  The motion passed unanimously.

3.  Committee Chair Reports:

Men’s Track & Field: Richard O’Riley reported on the efforts of the Track & Field work group to organize and sponsor a series of indoor developmental meets at the University at Albany.  It is proposed that, once definite dates are determined, a series of developmental meets will be held this winter on Thursday evenings, in the RACC. 

Masters’ Track & Field:  Darryl Decker reported that, for the first time, a Masters World Indoor Track & Field championship will be held in March, 2004,  in Germany.  Darryl noted the need to publicize Masters’ track more extensively.  It was suggested that the Association make more extensive use of its website to publicize activities.

Long Distance Running: Pat Glover reported on the meeting of the LDR work group, comprised of the LDR chairs.  They are developing a 2004 LDR championship schedule.  The TroyTurkey Trot will be the men’s and women’s 10K championship for 2004, and will include team competition.  George Regan added that there will be $3,000 in prize money for association athletes for the ’04 event.  Pat said the LDR workgroup also was considering the possibility of a Grand Prix race series, possibly for 2005.  They also were looking into race awards other than medals and trophies.  Pat reported that the LDR workgroup unanimously supported the election or appointment of a separate chairperson for cross-country.  After some discussion, it was informally recommend by those present that the LDR workgroup bring to the next board meeting a proposal and rationale for a separate cross-country chair, together with possible candidates.

Race Walking: Cheryl Rellinger reported that six contestants had participated in the Eastern Regional 5K racewalk championships held in Saratoga State Park on October 18th.  An officials’ race walk clinic was held in conjunction with the meet.

Youth:  Jim Egan reported that the Junior Olympic Cross Country championships were scheduled for November 9, at Saratoga State Park, with a preliminary race on November 2.  Northeast Regionals are to be held at Van Cortland Park on November 23, and Nationals in Albuquerque NM.  

Officials:  No Report. George Regan noted that efforts were being made to distribute the tests for certification from the Association office.  Additional officials are still needed to avoid Association sanction by the National USATF.

Road Race Technical: Jim Gilmer reported that efforts are being made to organize an informal course measurement clinic.

4. New Business: George Regan reported that the Association had been approached by the Calkins Group, a consulting firm hired to organize a 20th anniversary celebration of the Olympic Women’s Marathon, to assist with the organization of the event.  George felt that the Association’s participation was an opportunity to earn revenue.  After some discussion, it was moved (Cheryl Rellinger) and seconded (Jim Egan) that the Executive Committee of the Adirondack Association be authorized to approve the Association’s participation, conditional upon the development and signing of a no risk “contract”.  The motion passed:  (10 ayes, 0 nays, 3 abstentions)

5.  Adjournment:  Motion to adjourn (Jim Egan), seconded (Joe Cargioli), Passed unanimously.
