A motion was made and seconded (DePasquale, Egan) to approve the minutes of the January meeting. Approved unanimously.

I. Officers’ Reports:

President’s Report: George Regan (GR) reported that we have received the bid award agreement from USATF for the 2005 USA Women’s Masters 5 km Road Race Championship, which will be hosted at the Freihofer’s Run for Women.  

Membership:   GR reported that individual memberships were at 672 for March.  This is the fourth highest mark for this month on record, since the Boston and NYC Marathons no longer required USATF memberships for admission.

Secretary/Treasurer: Chris Rush (CR) presented a partial financial report for the year to date, noting that the report is still lacking annual estimates for Track & Field, LDR, Cross Country and Youth programs. He hopes to have these available by the May meeting.  He also noted that the Freihofer’s section of the report is on an August through July fiscal year while the rest of the report will be on a calendar year.  He again urged the Sports Committees to complete and submit their budget estimates for 2005. 

II.  Sports Committee Reports:

Men’s Track & Field: Richard O’Riley reported that he has negotiated with the Facilities Director at University at Albany for four summer outdoor meets.  A draft meet announcement was handed out, proposing 3 developmental meets for Sunday June 5, June 12 and July 10, and an Open/Masters Association Championship for Saturday, July 2.  It was pointed out that the July 10 date would conflict with the Regional Junior Olympic meet and recommended that date be dropped.  Richard stated that he is hoping to attract more youth from the City of Albany to participate. It was suggested that the Developmental Meets could be covered by two certified officials.  Richard urged that we get a summer schedule out as soon as possible.

LDR.   Pat Glover (PG) reported.  The printed race schedule will not be produced this year and, to date, there has been no negative feedback.  The discontinuance of the printed race schedule will save $600 in production costs. PG also noted that USATF is now requiring that Associations obtain all championship awards through a single supplier, Crown Awards.  While this will be less expensive, it will limit choices in awards somewhat.  PR noted that information about AADP awards has been passed on to Kevin Williams for Jamie Rodriguez.  GR noted that the Bruegger’s Bagel Run is considering making additional prize monies available for team awards for the Women’s 5K Association Championship, if a sponsor can be found.  
Youth:  Jim Egan reported: There is a problem with the use of RPI for the Association and Regional JO Track & Field Championships, due to
 uncertainty about construction schedules on and around the track.  It was suggested that either Averill Park or Queensbury might be available.  George and Nicole will investigate these alternatives.  It was also reported that the Hy-Tek company is making its track & field software available to clubs at a discount, if purchased under the umbrella of the Association.  It was moved and seconded (Nicole/Pat) to make this discount available to the youth clubs, and passed unanimously.

Cross Country:  Rob Picotte reported that the agreement for the Association to again host the USA Masters 5 km Cross Country Championship has been received from the national office.  The meet is scheduled for October 16, and will again be held at Saratoga State Park. A race committee is currently being formed.

II. Administrative/Special Committee Reports

Road Race Management: Chris Rush reported.  He and Bruce have prepared a proposed budget for RRM, not including Freihofer’s.  The goal is to assure that costs are allocated fairly and appropriately.  Hudson Mohawk Road Runners Club will be approached with a proposal to assume some of the costs associated with championship events.

Officials:  A written report was provided by B.J. Palma  (attached).  The Association now has 52 individuals in various stages of certification.

Road Race Technical: GR reported that a course certification clinic is being planned for April 10th, around re-certification of the Bruegger’s Bagel 5K course.  An announcement will be forthcoming.

IV. Old Business: Anthony Mills reported that the Empire State Liberty Tour is now planning for a four meet series: May 28 at Schuylerville, June 11 at Niskayuna, June 18 at Queensbury and July 4 at the University at Albany.  These meets will be open to athletes of all ages. Admission will be $ 5 per meet or $15 for all four meets.  GR added that the USATF logo may be used if the meets are to be USATF certified.  GR offered to add the meets to the USATF Adirondack website.

V. New Business: CR stated that there is a need to develop both a Finance Committee, to oversee Association budget and finance and a Development Committee, to assist with identifying sources for financial support to Association events.
