USATF ADIRONDACK ASSOCIATION
MEETING
Tuesday, November 16, 2004
RACC, University of Albany

It was moved ( Pat Glover), seconded (Ed Neiles), and passed unanimously that the minutes from the September meeting be approved.

I.  Officers’ Reports:

President’s Report - George Regan reported that the 2004 USATF Annual Convention will be held in Portland, Oregon on December 2-6.  Adirondack Association members planning to attend include Chris Rush, Cheryl Rellinger, Bobbi Palma, and George Regan.  George also mentioned that USATF will be offering grants to associations for the coming year and that he planned on submitting a proposal regarding the indoor track series.  The 2005 Annual Convention will be held in Jacksonville, Florida on December 1-5.

Secretary’s Report - George reported for Chris Rush that an executive committee has met regarding the Policies and Procedures of our association.  A memo was handed out recommending to the Board approval of action in the following areas:  Annual Budget Procedure, Annual Financial Audit, and Check-signing Procedures.

Membership/ VP Report - George reported for Kevin Sheuer the following USATF Adirondack Association membership figures:

Vice President’s Report - Roberto Vives reported that the indoor track series scheduled for this winter at SUNY Albany is set for Janary 30, February 6, February 27, and March 6.  The last meet will be the Open and Masters Championship.  Meets will be kept to a three hour time limit and athletes will not be allowed to wear spikes due to the new surface just put on the track.  College athletes will serve as volunteers and there will be no cost to the association for the facilities.  Information on the series can be found on our web site.  Richard O’Reilly was recognized as having done a major part of the organizing along with Darryl Decker, Arlene Reyell, and Chris Rush.  Roberto also gave an update on the new track and field facilities to built at the Albany campus in the future.  In addition, a coaches’ education program to be run through our association for the coming year was discussed briefly.

II. Sports Committee Reports:

Track and Field - Arlene and Darryl shared more information on the indoor track series. A motion was made (Jim Bowles), seconded (Darryl Decker), and passed unanimously to accept the four indoor track meet dates.  It was mentioned that we are fortunate to have such a positive relationship with SUNY Albany and are grateful for Roberto’s help in developing our track and field program.

LDR - Pat Glover and Ed Neiles reported that the Watervliet Arsenal City 5K once again served as our Men’s Open and Masters as well as Women’s Masters 5K Championship.  $1500 was awarded in prize money.  The Stockade-athon represented our 15K Men’s and Women’s Open and Masters 15K Championship.  This year for the first time, the Troy Turkey Trot will be our 10K Men’s and Women’s Championship and they will be offering $3000 in prize money to be spread among individual, age graded, and team awards.

Youth Athletics - George Regan reported that the 2005 Region I Junior Olympics Track and Field Championship Meet would be held at RPI on July 8,9, and 10.

Cross Country - George Regan reported that the National Masters 5K Cross Country meet held in October at Saratoga State Park had 227 finishers, including 27 teams representing 20 states and Canada, and 18 different USATF associations.  The plan is to bid for the ‘05 race at the convention in December.

III. Administrative/Special Committee Reports:

Officials - George Regan reported that recruitment of officials was moving ahead and that we would be reaching our goal of having a total of 50 officials in our association.

Road Race Management -  George Regan reported that Jim Gilmer planned on rechecking the measurement of the Freihofer’s course on Saturday, November 20th.

IV. Dates and Location for 2005 Meetings: 

Disscusion - It was decided unanimously that the ‘05 association meetings would be held on the third Tuesday of every other month beginning in January.  The meeting place would be the RACC at the University of Albany.

VI. New Business :

Ed Neiles brought forth a motion that the by-laws of the Adirondack Association be amended incorporating the following four items:
     1) Annual Budget Procedure - Each Committee Chair will prepare an annual plan and supporting budget for approval by the Board.  These plans must be submitted in time for review at the January meeting.
     2) Fiscal Reporting - Regular financial reports shall be presented at all Board Meetings by the treasurer or his/her representative.
     3) Check Singing - Checks in excess of $199 must carry two signatures, from among the following: President, Executive Vice President, Secretary and/or Treasurer.
     4) Amend the by-laws in appropriate places separating the offices of Secretary/Treasurer into separate titles, one being Secretary and the other being treasurer.
The motion was seconded by Pat Glover.  All by-law changes are tabled over to the next meeting on the question.  After discussion the motion will be voted up or down at the January meeting.

Ed Neiles also stated that Katie Twarog (Providence) and Josh McDougal (Liberty) both Adirondack Association members are participating in the NCAA Division I Cross Country Championships being held Monday, November 22nd in Terra Haute, Indiana.  Josh McDougal is undefeated in eight races as a freshman member of the Liberty University team, while Katie Twarog, a senior, is a member of the top cross country program in the east, which is also ranked second in the nation.  It was further mentioned that Josh McDougal, Nicole Blood, and Tom Dalton had all been chosen as USATF Athletes of the Week.

It was moved/seconded ( Ed Neiles/ Arlene Reyell) that the meeting be adjourned at 8:15 PM.
